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Summary

Now that you have finished your advert, you must write an evaluation of it. To do this well, you must assess all of the following:

1. The finished product. Write about how good you think your advert is – what are its strengths and weaknesses? How could you improve it? Try to write a little about all of the following, in each case drawing for comparison from examples taken from professional practice:

· Technical quality

· Aesthetic quality

· Content
· Effectiveness of sales techniques employed. 
2. The opinions of others, to include:

· Research to discover the response of the identified audience to your advert. This can be via questionnaire (which can be conducted online, if you wish), focus group or individual face to face. Remember that you have categorised your target audience, make sure you test a sample that fits the criteria. For guidance, you could select 4 from our class who fit your audience spec. and find a couple of others from elsewhere, such as home or friends.

· A review of the feedback given to you by your tutor.

· A review of the feedback given to you by your peers, either from the classroom or friends. 

3. A description of your individual contribution to the overall production, to include your contributions to all production phases. For this, you should reflect on how you used the different features of a production, such as the paperwork, holding meetings etc, to aid your progress.
